Vanchai improved steadily and started to listen well to instructions and at the end of the day he
had set his personal best lap which was 1.5 seconds faster than before, so a decision was
made for him to race 1 season with our race team and use that as a learning year where we
could spend the year on teaching him to become a better driver.
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A week before the first race of the season we did 1 test day with Vanchai at Kaeng Kracharn
Circuit, and again he proved to be very fast setting lap times that would see him in top 6-8 in the
up-coming race.
